(1) SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

Organization
The Organization promotes professional and amateur dancing in the United States as
well as regulated dancing competitions and championships by providing a central
clearing house of information and standards. :

Method of Accounting
The Organization prepares the financial statements on the cash receipts and disburse-
ments basis of accounting; consequently, certain revenues and the related assets are
recognized when received rather than when earned, and certain expenses are
recognized when paid rather than when the obligation is incurred. Accordingly, the
accompanying financial statements are not in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles.

income Taxes
The Organization has been granted exemption from income tax under Section .
501 (c) (6) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Cash and Cash Equivalents
For purposes of reporting cash flows, the Organization considers all cash accounts
which are not subject to withdrawal restrictions or'penalties and certificates of
deposit with original maturities of 90 days or less to be cash or cash equivalents.

(In a 5 round competition the Basic dance would therefore be different in each
round, in a six or more round competition the order of the Basic Dances would
be repeated as per the original draw.)

Reason for proposed Change

This proposal is presented by the WDC Coaches Commission to re-enforce the
need to maintain a high standard of basic performance that is currently lacking
in todays Championships. By including a random Basic Dance in each round of
Championships it is felt that a return to the importance of Basic Fundamentals
would be become immediately apparent.
